You can reach the venue by:

The nearest airport is Rajiv Gandhi International Airport, Hyderabad. Ramoji Film City (RFC) is about 

45 km away and can be reached in approximately 1 hour by taxi, the most convenient option.

From Hyderabad Deccan (Nampally) Railway Station, you can take a cab directly to RFC, which is 

about 33–34 kilometers away and will approximately take 35–40 minutes by road.

From Secunderabad Junction Railway Station to RFC: you can take a cab which is about 36–40 

kilometers away and will approximately take 40–43 minutes.

From Kacheguda Railway Station to RFC: From Kacheguda Railway Station, you can take a cab to 

Ramoji Film City, which is about 32–33 kilometers away and will take approximately 35–45 minutes 

by road.
